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report on SFCG Activities
Status
WMO is an observer on the Space Frequency Coordination Group and collaborates on several issues. The main issues at SFCG-37 were the preparation of positions on the WRC-19 agenda. Also addressed at SFCG-37 were matters relating to the SFCG  Satellite database, SFCG’s On-line Searchable Remoted Sensing Disaster Database and WMO’s Oscar/Space.  These matters are expanded below.
The next meeting of SFCG (SFCG-38) will be hosted by the  Russian Federal Space Agency (Roscosmos) from 22-30 August 2018  in Moscow, Russia.
SFCG WRC-19 Objectives
The SFCG Objectives for the 2019 World Radiocommunications Conference (WRC-19) to be held 28 October to 22 November 2019 in Geneva, Switzerland, can be found in the SFCG WRC-19 Objectives (https://www.sfcgonline.org/Public%20Documents/SFCG_WRC_Objectives_SFCG-37_Public.pdf 114 KB) document [1].  
This document was initiated on 13-September-2017 at SFCG-36 and will be updated at subsequent annual SFCG meetings leading up to WRC-19. Updates on regional preparations to those WRC-19 Agenda Items of interest to the SFCG are available to SFCG members. (See also SFCG Res 36/1 [2])

SFCG Satellite Databases and WMO Oscar/Space
SFCG-37 reviewed again the request that originated from CGMS to consider working on synergies between the Searchable Remoted Sensing Disaster Database and Oscar. The meeting noted that this action was not practical at the time and to close the action item. 
There were several comments made to the WMO representative at the meeting (in and out of session) expressing concern that coverage and accuracy of OSCAR/Space was not to the same standard. WMO advised that matters were being put forward in the secretariat to address the issue of keeping Oscar Space current and relevant.
