What needs to be done by the group leader is to get consensus agreement of this initial list as key climate indicators. Of course this is just a beginning as we will add data sets once we have the process worked out. Indeed these data sets need to be scored for their maturity in the WMO Convergence Matrix that one of the other breakout groups is also developing. So the main duty of this group leader is to get consensus on the initial data sets for the Data Catalog. Please let me know if you are comfortable with this. 


Just to clarify, the list I made, although holding well vetted data sets that were chosen with input from some of the group members, still needs to be agreed on by the group. There might be other suggestions. It is a start and it shows what WMO is looking for and the format of the list of the data sets in the Data Catalog. I find it is always easier if you start work with something the team members can look at, discuss and modify if needed.

What I think your Data Catalog breakout group would be doing (again, these are just suggestions!):

1. Define trusted data sets from what came out of the October workshop.

1. Review the list of proposed data sets and see how they fit into the trusted definition and may be look if they have been scored in a Maturity Matrix already.
1. Finalize the list of 10-12(?) datasets for the initial WMO HQ Catalog.
1. How to handle future additions to the WMO HQ Catalog.
