Area of Responsibility
AMDCN connectivity
GISC Offenbach covers an Area of Responsibility (AoR) of 29 countries. All NCs and DCPCs send the data for global exchange to GISC Offenbach and to both Backup GISC Moscow and Tokyo. Two countries currently only backup at GISC Moscow (work in progress).

Training – Capacity Building Activity
In 2018 GISC Offenbach provided remote training for RTH Sweden. GISC Offenbach is planning two Workshops for its Area of Responsibility in 2019 (Metadata Management + Usage of GISC Offenbach Portal).

Operational issues in last period
GISC Casablanca and GISC Washington established direct connections to GISC Offenbach. GISC Offenbach is now connected to all other GISCs.
In 2018 there has been an outage of WIS Monitoring Files. Data transfer was unaffected. The problem was also noted by GISC watch.
At the end of 2018 the ftp-outgoing.dwd.de service is discontinued. 

GISC Backup and activities
Jordan established second backup at GISC Tokyo. Thank you to JMA.
Users of the ftp-outgoing.dwd.de service for backup purposes are required to create subscriptions at GISC Offenbach’s WIS Portal.

Monitoring Activity & volume
DWD is hosting the OAI Monitoring site. The site is used as reference in TT -GISC WP-5. Some problems in the Monitoring figures as well as in the implementation of OAI harvesting have been identified. See Status Report of WP-5.

Changes in GISC
The design of the search result page in GISC Offenbach’s WIS portal has been improved. It now also offers the possibility to display preview images of data available.
Progress on action items

Outlook
Currently development on the WIS Portal of GISC Offenbach mainly focuses on updating used software packages and implementing required features for the new EU Data Protection Law as well as legally required security improvements. Additional development takes place on the implementation of an OpenSearch Interface and the exposure of DAR Metadata to commercial search engines. Improvements to the OAI Monitor are also planned.

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The awareness of WIS in GISC Offenbach’s Area of Responsibility is good. Workshops to improve the usage of GISC Subscriptions over GTS message switching are planned. GISC Offenbach established direct connections with GISC Washington and GISC Casablanca. 
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
