1. Establishment
1.1. TT-GISC 2014 [1] agreed that GISC working arrangements, recommended practices from GISC should be recorded an easily maintained Operations Guide to GISCs (possibly a wiki). TT-GISC Action Items (Action Item 14/1-20)
1.2. TT-GISC 2015 [2] recognized that the wiki had not been started.
1.3. TT-GISC 2016 [3] established and enclosed a wiki and uploaded a link (URL) of GEOSS API on the wiki page (https://wis.wmo.int/page=TT-GISC-ops).
1.4. TT-GISC 2017 [4] agreed that the materials should be available from single GISC Ops wiki page. The meeting requests Secretariat to include operational practices and reference guides update the GISC Ops.
1.5. WMO secretariat updated the wiki page with initial items, listed in TT-GISC2017 Doc 5-8(2) GISC-ops ANNEX [5]

2.1.
