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WIGOS METADATA REPRESENTATION AND WIS INFORMATION MANAGEMENT


SUMMARY AND PURPOSE OF DOCUMENT

This document asks for advice to assist the President of CBS to make recommendations on the topic of the WIGOS Metadata Representation and WIS Information Management on behalf of CBS to the eighteenth World Meteorological Congress. It provides the proposed CBS Recommendation to Congress on the proposed changes to the Manual on Codes and the Manual on WIS presented to CBS Technical Conference (CBS-TECO, Geneva, 26‑29 March 2018) and further updated through the work of OPAG ISS. This CBS consultation is in line with the process proposed in Annex 1 of WMO Letter 01194/2018/OBS/CBS/TECO-2018 dated 1 February 2018, and follows review of proposed draft Congress Decisions/ Resolutions/Recommendations by the CBS Management Group at its 18th Session (Geneva, 29 March 2018) on the basis of those discussed at CBS-TECO 2018.

THE COMMISSION FOR BASIC SYSTEMS,
Recalling:
(1)	Resolution 7 (EC-69) expected further developments from CBS on information management and operational procedures in WIS to be included in the Guide to the WMO Information System (WMO-No. 1061), 
(2)	Resolution 33 (Cg-17) – Report of the extraordinary session (2014) of the Commission for Basic Systems relevant to standardization of data management practices
(3)	Decision 8 (CBS-16) on the provisional operational implementation of data representation for WMO Integrated Global Observing System Metadata,
(4)	Decision 17 (EC-70) on topics to be considered by Cg-18 relating to amendments to the Manual on the WMO Information System (WMO-No. 1060) and Guide to the WMO Information System (WMO-No. 1061),
(5)	Recommendation 11 (EC-70) on the use of OSCAR/Surface for the collection and recording of the WIGOS metadata,
Noting that the proposed representation in XML of WIGOS metadata (WMDR) has been reviewed and modified according to the feedback by Members as requested by CBS-16,
Noting further 
(1)	That the WIGOS Metadata representation is required to make operational the machine-to-machine interface needed for the upload and maintenance of the WIGOS metadata,
(2)	That Congress requested CBS to lead a cross-cutting activity that involves all technical commissions to coordinate development of guidance for Members in relation to all stages of the effective management of information throughout its lifecycle, and to include this guidance, associated standards and procedures in Part C of the WMO Information System,
Recommends:
(1)	The proposed amendments to the Manual on Codes (WMO-No. 306) Vol. I.3 Part D on WIGOS Metadata Representation as provided in Annex 1 to this recommendation;
(2)	The proposed amendments to the Manual on the WMO Information System (WMO‑No. 1060) relating to Information Management as provided in Annex 2 to this recommendation;
Requests the Secretary-General prepare the proposed amendments for consideration of Congress in all six official languages;
Authorizes the Secretary-General to make editorial changes to the amendments to the Manuals, Guides and supporting documentation approved in this recommendation.

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Amendment to WMO-No. 306 Manual on Codes Vol. I.3 Part D

	Amend WMO‑No. 306 Manual on Codes Vol. I.3 Part D as follows:
	Add the following paragraph at the beginning of FM 241-16 WMDR-XML 

241-16.1 Scope
WMDR-XML shall be used for the exchange in XML of WIGOS Metadata. WMDR-XML implements concepts in the WIGOS Metadata Standard.

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Amendment to WMO‑No. 1060 Manual on the WMO Information System
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Amend WMO‑No. 1060 Manual on the WMO Information System as follows.
	Add the following paragraphs before the Note in Part VI – Information Management
[Note: additions (green dotted underline) and deletions (red strikeout dotted underline) are shown relative to the text presented to CBS TECO 2018. In order for Members to see updates made following TECO and should not appear in the final recommendation to be considered by Cg-18]
6.1	All Members shall use appropriate information management processes to manage creation, storage, sharing, use, archiving and destruction disposal of information supporting WMO and partner organization programmes.
6.2	Information management practices shall include:  documentation, governance, storage and preservation, quality management assurance, access and sharing, discoverability, change management and, competencies.
6.3	Members shall assess the maturity of their information management practices against the maturity levels to be specified in Part VI of WMO‑No. 1061 Guide to the WMO Information System, compare that maturity with the maturity appropriate to the information being handled, and report both the actual and appropriate maturity to the WMO Secretariat.
6.4	Members should use the guidance in their information management practices against the maturity levels to be specified in Part VI of WMO No. 1061 Guide to the WMO Information System when designing, operating and improving their processes for managing information.
6.5	Members shall manage their Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) to a standard consistent with the requirements of the services that depend on that ICT.
