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WMO Codes Registry Service
Capability
1. The Met Office in the UK host the WMO codes registry service on behalf of the WMO
1.1. http://codes.wmo.int
2. The codes registry service provides machine and human access to individual elements published within WMO publications – entities.
3. The codes registry publishes content using the W3 standard Resource Description Framework (RDF) [1].
3.1. This enables rich machine to machine interface capabilities.
4. Through RDF, the registry supports multi-lingual information representation.
5. Each published entity has an identity, within the codes.wmo.int name space.
5.1. Direct access and identification of every published entity is provided.
5.2. Flexible information about entities is published.
5.3. Entity history and status are published.
Current Status
6. The WMO owns all of the content on the service, and is responsible for the validity and suitability of the content.
7. Content on the service is very partial, compared to WMO publications.
8. Delivery to date has focused on delivering targeted capabilities, including:
8.1. vocabularies supporting IWXXM aviation XML;
8.2. vocabularies supporting third party metadata translation tools:
8.2.1.  including GRIB parameter code to CF standard name translation.
9. Content is being managed through WMO secretariat and github resources.
10. This content management workflow is a key discussion topic for the Expert Team.
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
