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[bookmark: _GoBack]Status of WIS Interim Metadata Management Service (WIMMS)
General information 
At the beginning of WIS operation in 2012, not all WIS centres will have access to their principal GISC, since not all GISCs will be operational at the startup of WIS. To ensure all centres can manage their discovery metadata immediately, some GISCs are offering an interim metadata management service. A centre can chose which GISC's interim metadata management service it prefers. Once the centre’s principal GISC becomes operational, the centre will manage its metadata through the principal GISC. 
Metadata management services
Tokyo provides two types of metadata management service s. One is full management service, known as WIMMS. The other one is the initial metadata provision (without editing/adding/deleting) service, known as WIS-UNASSOCIATED. 
1. The WIMMS service is a full set service of metadata management. Users can create/audit/delete their metadata through Tokyo’s WIS portal or email to GISC Tokyo with modified XML files anytime. Other GISCs will harvest their metadata set (e.g. WIS-TOKYO-CCCC set) from Tokyo.
2. The WIS-UNASSOCIATED metadata set is consist of WIS centre’s metadata, in the case of their principal GISC has not been operational. Those metadata was came from the initial metadata set which were generated by Météo France for data exchanged on the Global Telecommunications System (GTS).  According to the agreement of TT-GISC in Toulouse 2014 [1], Tokyo started providing the WIS-UNASSOCIATED set as the authoritative source.
Status
WIMMS service
3. Tokyo is now providing WIMMS service to two WIS centres. They created their metadata using Tokyo’s metadata creation tool (MS-Excel macro).
UN-ASSOCIATED service
4. GISC Moscow
4.1. After the TT-GISC-2017 [2] one NC's metadata set has been migrated from WIS-UNASSICIATED to GISC Moscow. GISC Moscow took over Tashkent’s metadata from WIS-UNASSOCIATED to WIS-GISC-MOSCOW, in accordance with Guide to the WMO Information System, Annex: Guidelines for migrating metadata records from a GISC to another, in August 2018.
5. GISC Casablanca
5.1. After the TT-GISC 2018 meeting [3] in Casablanca, GISC Casablanca and Tokyo confirmed the metadata migration procedure, and completed the migration in December 2018. Then other GISCs started harvesting AoR metadata of GISC Casablanca by the end of 2018.
6. Remaining metadata sets
6.1. Tokyo is still providing WIS-UNASSOCIATED set. As of 1st March 2019, the set includes metadata of three GISCs, New Delhi, Pretoria and Washington. All other GISCs are harvesting their metadata form Tokyo WIS-UNASSOCIATED set. 
6.2. The migration procedure is available from GISC-Ops web page[4].
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Recommended Text
