Area of Responsibility
37 countries are under GISC Casablanca Area of Responsibility:
Guinea, Guinea Bissau, Liberia, Libya, Madagascar, Mali, Mauritania, Mauritius, Niger, Nigeria, Rwanda, Sao Tome, Senegal, Seychelles, Sierra Leone, Somalia, Togo, Uganda, Benin, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cabo Verde, Cameroon, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Congo, Côte d'Ivoire, Democratic Republic of  Congo, Djibouti, Egypt, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gabon, Gambia and Ghana.

AMDCN connectivity
GISC Casablanca has already taken contact with many of the above centers to discuss the various possible means to connect these centers with their main GISC. Most connections will pass through the internet (Capo Verde, Guinea, Senegal) while some others will be connected via the RMDCN network (Exp: Tunisia).
The last established/working link was with the Nigerian Meteorological Service in February 2019.
WIS Compliance
GISC Casablanca infrastructure and software are WIS compliant.
Training – Capacity Building Activity
CASABLANCA has already been hosting two workshops:
· WIS/WIGOS Workshop in November 2013,
· Regional GISC training workshop from 26 to 30 October 2015.
We are currently planning to organize a workshop in favor of the centers belonging to our AoR to speed up the process of connecting them to their main GISC.
We have already prepared and published a survey aiming to understand each center’s capacities as well as the means it has available to connect to GISC Casablanca.
Operational issues in last period
· GISC Casablanca has been operating very well in the last period.
· GISC Casablanca has been offline for about half a day on the 19th of February due to a network issue with the Internet provider.
GISC Backup and activities
· GISC CASABLANCA is backed up by GISC TOULOUSE.
· A first meeting was held in Casablanca from 12 to 13 December 2017 between GISC Toulouse and GISC Casablanca and a work plan has been established. 
Monitoring Activity & volume
· Casablanca was responsible for GISC Monitoring during the period 15th to 31th August.
· GISC Casablanca will be responsible of GISC monitoring on the period from the 1st to the 16th of April.
Traffic size and volumes, uptime, user registration
· 76 users are registered on GISC CASABLANCA and a daily cache of around 260 Mb.
· GISC Casablanca’s total metadata records is around 98 689.
· GISC Casablanca manages 716 metadata records from its AoR.
