Progress Report on WIS implementation, Hong Kong Observatory, Hong Kong, China
Status of WIS implementation in Hong Kong, China
DCPC for World Weather Information Service
The Hong Kong Observatory (HKO) operates a DCPC in connection with the World Weather Information Service (WWIS) under the WMO Public Weather Services Programme.  The system provides Discovery, Access and Retrieval (DAR) service and subscription service to Internet users.  ISO standard is adopted to create the metadata for the DCPC and there are over 1,200 metadata records available for collection.  GISC Beijing and GISC Tokyo are the Principal and Backup GISCs of this DCPC respectively.  In 2011, the CBS Expert Team on GISC-DCPC demonstration process (ET-GDDP) audited and endorsed the DCPC for WWIS as one of the WIS DCPCs.  The current design of the system supports subscription service via FTP for users to automatically receive weather information of their interest.  Meanwhile, user can also get the latest update through Really Simple Syndication (RSS) feed.  The DCPC for WWIS has been put into operation with effect from 15 May 2014 for access by NMHSs that have joined the WWIS project.  In 2016, the DCPC was made available to the public with unrestricted access.  In coordination with GISC Beijing, the discovery metadata of DCPC were enhanced with additional reference linkage pointing to the Severe Weather Information Centre website in late 2018.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Besides the DCPC for WWIS, HKO has also been participating as an NC in the WIS framework since 2015.  Metadata of HKO GTS data are generated and maintained by HKO directly in coordination with GISC Beijing.  The GTS data and relevant metadata are being exchanged with the associated GISC in accordance with relevant practices, procedures and specifications.
Recommended Text 
Mr. PAN Chi-kin reported the status of WIS implementation in Hong Kong, China.  The meeting noted that the DCPC for WWIS has been opened up for access by the public, and NC has been established and put into full operation to provide meteorological data and metadata to GISC.
