Area of Responsibility
1 NC and 3 DCPCs are in the area of responsibility of GISC Seoul.
DCPC Tashkent changed its principal GISC from Seoul to Moscow announced in EC-70.
AMDCN Connectivity
GISC Seoul is connected to DCPC NMSC and DCPC LC/LRFMME with 10Gbps of dedicated network. NC Seoul is operated in the same infrastructure of GISC Seoul. DCPC WAMIS is connected to each AgroMeteorological Services on web portal.

Training-Capacity Building Activity
RTC-Korea hosted Training course on ICT for Meteorological Services, Seoul in June 2018. Trainees were 11 staffs from 7 countries and WIS capacity development program was included in its course. Training materials were covering WIS Overview, WIS functionality, WIS metadata, Operational guide and TDCF migration. This WIS training course is provided every year to develop WIS knowledge and to help WIS implementation services in national level.
In 2019, the training course will be held in April with 20 participants from 13 countries.

Operational issues in last period
GISC Seoul is focusing on data utilization for user via GISC portal with provision of catalogue of cache data. GISC Seoul provides WIS community with GEOSS metadata harvested from GEO-DAB on basis of ISO19139.

GISC Backup and activities
KMA exchanged LOA for GISC Backup arrangement with IMD and had a meeting in New Delhi in November 2018.  GISC Seoul is on consultation with NCs in responsible area of GISC New Delhi for establishing backup circuit in this year.

GISC Seoul implemented remote backup GISC as a role of Disaster Recovery. The location of remote backup GISC is in the National Meteorological Supercomputer Center, about 100km away from Seoul. In case of  GISC Seoul’s failure, remote backup GISC Seoul take over all functions of GISC. 

Monitoring Activity & Volume
GISC Seoul is providing metadata synchronization monitoring system [http://gischelp.kma.go.kr/wismon/].
GISC Seoul performed GISC Watch from 1st to 15th August 2018, and will take a roster on 16th March this year.

Traffic size and volumes, uptime, user registration
GISC Seoul harvests metadata catalogue twice a day and contains 112,596 records in WIS catalogue and 1,018,996 records in GEOSS catalogue. 202 users register for DAR service of GISC Seoul portal. 

Changes in GISC
GISC Seoul provides BUFR decoding service on the portal and also data service in the text formatted file for BUFR cache data.

Outlook
In preparation of audit of GISC Seoul in late 2020, GISC Seoul is improving quality management procedure of GISC operation based on ISO9001 such as operational process, procedure and documentation etc.
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Recommended Text 
GISC Seoul is directly exchanging cache with 6 GISCs. Remote backup GISC was implemented as a role of disaster recovery. GISC Seoul is still going on GISC backup procedure and discussing with GISC New Delhi. For WIS capacity building, GISC Seoul has performed annual WIS training course jointed with ICT training course for WMO members in RTC-Korea. As result of WIS and GCI interoperability activities, GISC Seoul provides GEOSS metadata sets and GEOSS SRU server for other GISCs to harvest WIS compliant discovery metadata from GEO-DAB.
