Training and capacity building activity
GISC Tehran did not hold any formal training session about GISC during the year 2019 so far.
Operational issues in the last period
[bookmark: _GoBack]GISC Tokyo cannot harvest GISC Tehran, because Tehran’s port is 8080 and this port is closed in Tokyo’s harvester. In addition, GISC Exeter cannot harvest GISC Tehran. We have sent several emails about this issue in Nov. and Dec. 2018 to GISC Exeter, but received no reply. Regarding the BUFR upper air reports, the connection for sending BUFR data to Offenbach has been arranged and set. We are working to produce valid BUFR data at the stations to send to Offenbach. These issues have been noted by GISC watch.
We have worked and are still working to set up and customize the latest release of OpenWIS software, which is another alternative for the present system in GISC Tehran.
GISC backup and activities
We have negotiated with the corresponding DWD President a few years ago to have GISC Offenbach as GISC Backup. But the problem was that GISC Tehran could not connect to RMDCN.
Monitoring activity and volume
GISC Tehran performed GISC Watch from December 1, 2018 until December 15, 2018 and from July 16, 2019 until July 31, 2019.
