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WP5: METADATA SYNCHRONIZATION: WIS CATALOGUE AUTHORITY
Scope
TT-GISC created a working group to undertake a Work Package to find solutions/options and investigate a feasible way to make metadata catalogues consistent between GISCs.
The key concern is that WIS Metadata has never been successfully synchronised between all centres. 
The goal of this document is to propose and investigate in different solutions in order to improve the WIS Catalogue synchronization.
Background
During last TT-GISC in Morocco  09/2018,  [http://wiswiki.wmo.int/tiki-download_file.php?fileId=4362] the following recommendations have been done to improve the metadata catalogue consistency between GISCs :
1. GISC must do an incremental harvesting of foreign GISC sets every 12 hours.
2. GISC shall perform a full re-harvest of all GISC sets every 6 months. All centres are asked to delete foreign Metadata sets and refetch them from the originating centres using a full harvest. Afterwards differences between the local copy and the original version have to be addressed.
Current status
We do not observe a significant improvement of WIS catalogue synchronization since the last TT-GISC 2018.
Proposition
As a result we propose the implementation of a pilot for a “WIS CATALOGUE AUTORITHY”, hosted by two GISC: Offenbach and Seoul.
These two GISCs will be the reference for metadata validation and will expose only WMO/ISO compliant metadata. The two GISC will guaranteed minimum bandwidth require for the synchronization of the 15 GISCS. All the GISC shall synchronize (by OAIPMH protocol) the WIS catalogue from one of these sites.
Ideally these two GISCs would offer the possibility for GISC to provide metadata set from their area of responsibility as a zip archive additionally to the harvesting method.  
We are aware that this implementation would not solve all problems but a centralization of WIS catalogue would improve the synchronization.  
Action required
GISC (except Offenbach and Seoul) are invited to stop to harvest set directly from GISC originator and harvest all the sets from one of the following OAIPMH server:

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Recommended Text 
The meeting requires to GISC to harvest all the WIS Catalogue sets from GISC Offenbach or GISC Seoul. These two GISCs will operate as a “WIS catalogue authority” until the next TT-GISC.  GISC Offenbach proposes OAIPMH access through HTTPS, GISC Seoul proposes OAIPMH access through HTTP.
TT-GISC will review the WIS catalogue synchronization on the next TT-GISC (i.e. 2020) to check if any improvement and if so will propose update of the WIS manual to clarify the role of “WIS catalogue authority”.  
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
