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Status of RA II WIS Implementation Plan
Introduction
The first version of RA-II WIS Implementation Plan (v1. 0) was developed by RA II Expert group on WIS (RAII EG-WIS) and the President of RA-II approved the plan in December, 2013. The revised version (v1.1) with the amendments on the implementation status for RMTN and WIS centres was reviewed and agreed by the sixteen session of RA II (RA II-16) in February 2017.
This document reports of the status of RA II WIS implementation and the planned updates to RA-II WISIP in 2017.
Status of WIS centres
7 GISCs (Beijing, Jeddah, New Delhi, Moscow, Seoul, Tehran and Tokyo) are approved by Cg, and all of them are in operational status. As for GISC-GISC backup, GISC Beijing and Tokyo have the service in operation, GISC Moscow, New Delhi, Tehran have the service arranged with other GISC(s), and GISC Jeddah is planning to make a backup as soon as possible.
26 DCPCs are endorsed/approved by CBS/Cg/EC, and 3 DCPCs designated by the RA II Members haven’t been submitted to ET-CAC. 
37 NCs are approved by EC-64 and all of them decided their principal GISC.
Status of WIS metadata
As of December 2016, the creation and registration of WIS metadata for GTS bulletins is showing a good progress in general. 31 RA-II Members (89%) out of 35 have registered at least one WIS metadata record to the catalogue. The community is waiting for GISC New Delhi to become operational and starting catalogue management for its area of responsibility. As of November 2016, Uzbekistan (its principal GISC is Seoul) has not registered its records to the catalogue yet.
The status survey for 2017, which is undertaken by RAII EG-WIS, is ongoing.
Status of AMDCN
AMDCNs’ status is reported in the GISC status report for TT-GISC-2017.
