Satcom
report on Satcom Activity
Background
Following a successful Satcom 2016, the first major Satcom Forum[footnoteRef:1], the team has continued to forward the activities as laid out in the Satcom 2016 Report[footnoteRef:2] [1:  Satcom2016 web page https://wiswiki.wmo.int/Satcom2016 ]  [2:  Report on Satcom2016 http://wis.wmo.int/file=3130 ] 

 Decision 37 (EC-69), noting the joint role of WMO and IOC, endorsed the Satcom Executive Membership as shown in Annex 1 below. It should be noted that the IOC secretariat position is still vacant.
Under the chairmanship of Dr Mike Prior-Jones, the group has continued to forward the actions and decisions of the group as identified in the 2016 report, including development of a Satcom Buyers Guide, the inclusion of the JTA as a subprogram of Satcom, undertaking the communications outreach to JCOMM, CHy and other stakeholders. It is anticipated that a key deliverable of the group will be affordable solutions for the use of Satcom systems in the support of early warning hazard alerting systems.
Status
The Draft Satcom Buyers Guide[footnoteRef:3] has been presented to JCOMM and has the support of IOC. The draft is in the process of being completed and subject to the approval of CBS management will be presented to EC-70 for approval to publish as a WMO Numbered Guide. In addition to the published guide, Satcom will provide an online version, which will allow suppliers to provide current information on dynamic issues such as available services and pricing. The Satcom co-chairs met with the secretariat who  approved and budgeted for the second Satcom Forum (Satcom 2018) at Meteorological Technology World Expo alongside CIMO-17 and CIMO Teco 2018.
Planned activity
Satcom requests ICT-ISS to update CBS Teco 2018 on the work being undertaken, and in particular gain support for the CBS approval and subsequent review of EC-70 for publication in time for Satcom 2018.
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Recommended Text 
1. ICT-ISS noted the progress in the work of the Satcom Forum against the work plan agreed at Satcom2016. Noting the support of JCOMM and IOC for the provision of the Satcom Buyers Guide, 
ICT-ISS agreed to present the draft Satcom Buyers Guide to CBS Teco 2018 and subsequent consideration of EC-70 for publication prior to Satcom 2018
ICT-ISS encouraged the Satcom team complete the guide in time for it to be shown at CBS Teco.
