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Authoritative sources of information
Agreed use of the repositories available to TT-AvXML
TT-AvXML uses several repositories for information associated with IWXXM. The team, and others, need to be clear which sources are to be taken as the reference version, and which are copies made to facilitate development and publication.
Repositories used by TT-AvXML
The repositories used by TT-AvXML are:
· schemas.wmo.int (XSD schemas, schematron, html version of UML, XSI version of UML, examples)
· wmo.projecthut.com (Enterprise architect files for UML, stored in SVN)
· github.com/wmo-im (XSD schemas and schematron)
· codes.wmo.int (code lists)
· testcodes.wmo.int (development versions of code lists)
· wiswiki.wmo.int (Supporting documentation)
· Manual on Codes Volume I.3 (Formal documentation)
3. Recommended working practice for UML, XSD and schematron
The work sequence for issuing a new release candidate is:
Develop the release candidate in projecthut (taking account of requirements and feedback on previous versions)
Export the release candidate xsd, schematron and html for publication on GitHub (and on schemas.wmo.int  as (RCn))
3.3 Users provide feedback through GitHub (this allows feedback to include modifications to the schema – that if accepted would need to be incorporated into in the UML)
TT-AvXML consolidates and reconciles the views on GitHub to create changes to the model (on projecthut) 
4. Recommended working practice for code lists that are published on codes.wmo.int
From EC-69 onwards, code tables supporting the Manual on Codes Volume I.3, http://codes.wmo.int is the authoritative source of the meaning of code list entries. This requires strong governance of entries placed on codes.wmo.int.
The procedure for updating the contents of codes .wmo.int (following agreement of additions) is:
1.1. Prepare a csv file of the new entries (in UNICODE and not containing characters such as single or double upright quotes that have special significance in CSV or XML) containing the code list entries, their definition in English and other information to be stored on codes.wmo.int (the text should be taken from the approving documents after the WMO editors have checked them);
1.2. Upload the new entries to test.wmo.codes.int and edit the (reference) source files if necessary to remove any errors in the source files;
1.3. Prepare a csv file for each of the languages that contains the notation (for use as the key when uploading the content), and the name and description of the entry in the language being uploaded, then upload this to test.wmocodes.info, merging these with the original table in English.
1.4. When checked, transfer the table entries to codes.wmo.int with the status “stable”.
Authoritative respositories
The authoritative repositories are:
1.5. Schemas.wmo.int: the published versions of schemas, schematorn and the html version of the UML.
1.6. Codes.wmo.int: the published versions of code tables.
For back-up and archive purposes, WMO will retain copies of the content of schemas.wmo.int and codes.wmo.int on its document management system.
