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Status report of Data centres
OVERVIEW
The document provides a status update for data centres, reporting on items since the last meeting.  Together with a look at next steps and concerns highlighted by the TT-DC group.  
Progress since last ET-WISC meeting
1.1. The main activity was back in early 2015 discussing monitoring.  See draft report http://wis.wmo.int/file=1331.   
1.2. NC 224 centres (from WMO WIS centre database) http://www.wmo.int/cpdb
1.3. TT-DC group membership agreed. 
1.4. Planned meeting early part of next year (telco).

Next steps
1.5. Provide a common dashboard, supporting NC, DCPC.  Provide guidance, importantly procedures on how to achieve this.
1.6. The GISC's should have a communications plan that includes discussions with TT-DC on WIS issues.
1.7. TT-DC represents a small section of NC’s, this should be noted when making decisions that affect these centres.
1.8. Phase x. of "cache in the cloud" project should include the capability of NC’s putting their data directly into a cloud-based solution.
1.9. Continue to provide training to NC’s in a more consistent manner.
1.10. Clear understanding of what metadata NC’s should produce.
1.11. An understanding of what WIS is not being used for, but possibly should be.  Library metadata archive?






Recommended Text 
1. TT-GISC should have a communication plan that includes communication to NC’s.
2. Clear understanding of monitoring requirements for NC’s. 
3. Provide guidance on WIS 2.0 and the impact to NC’s.
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
