· Initial Distribution code is set by data provider
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Default should be to encourage use of 1-GlobalDistribution
· Exception would be large data streams such as HR Imagery, NWP or Radar data which should use 2 (RegionalExchange) or 3 (OriginatingCentre)
· Principal GISC should, at the time of registration, monitor the size in terms of volume and frequency affecting the bandwidth for exchange or impact on cache size, and if suspicious flag this to the provider to see if it is necessary
· If provider insists, or otherwise, the GISC should consult other GISCs as to their view on accepting this new data series
· Need a form for triggering the review (eg like coding change voting)
· If the TT-GISC do not object then ok
· If TT-GISC raise concerns or do not provide satisfactory answer for the data provider (no consensus, Then it goes to ICTT-WIS (Through chair ICT-ISS)
· If a GISC notices or complains of the new stream, then they can trigger a TT-GISC review
