Proposal for adding new paragraph in WMO pub 1061 part VIII Monitoring of WIS
8.6 The network and quantitative monitoring of WIS shall be done through the exchange of information in JSON files ("WMO WIS Monitoring: JSON Message Specifications and Guidelines" v1.1, http://wis.wmo.int/file=2569 ) which enables overview through the WIS Common Dashboards. All GISCs are required to provide the information in the aforementioned format.
8.7 The operational monitoring of WIS shall be done through “GISC Watch” joint effort described in the Annex E (numbering to be clarified)

Annex E:
1) Every GISC shall participate the GISC Watch in a fortnightly roster, starting from 1 January 2018 (?). 
2) TT-GISC is responsible for making the on-duty roster.
3) The on-duty GiSC shall
a) Carry out the GISC Watch by using information exchanged in JSON files. The WCD is advised to be used. 
b) Provide a summary report (template to be defined), and
c) Formally hands over the GISC Watch operation to the next GISC
4) The verifications performed by the on-duty GISC shall include at least:
a) Monitor the status of a service of each GISC, including OAI PMH, SRU and HTTP portal, on daily basis. (History of those matrixes is required and WCDs are requested to store/present the history for one month.) 
b) Monitor the number of metadata records of each GISC (should be similar to each other and no sudden big changes)
c) Use agreed issue tracker system (possibly REDMINE) to report the incidents and follow up on the actions. (GISC Brasilia will host and operate the REDMINE software). The notification is sent to affected GISC(s).
d) The ticketing system is used to manage and escalate issues as needed.
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
