	Responding to the WMO Convention, article 2(b), which states that a primary purpose of the organization shall be “to promote the establishment and maintenance of systems for the rapid exchange of meteorological and related information”, the Standing Committee will focus on the normative work and technical systems required to achieve Objective 2.2 of the WMO Strategic Plan: “{to} Improve and increase access to, exchange and management of current and past Earth system observation data and derived products through the WMO Information System”

The activities of the Standing Committee will include the following:

A. To develop and update regulatory and guidance material relating to data exchange for observations and other meteorological and related data, information life-cycle management, information and telecommunication technology, data and metadata standards, including collaboration with national and international standard bodies and communities;
B. To develop WIS as a technical system that supports efficient and effective exchange of data between WMO Members;
C. In collaboration with the Regional Associations, monitor and review the performance of regional WIS entities (DCPCs, GISCs) and coordinate the provision of technical support where necessary;
D. To develop and promote, through WIS, a unified approach to information management and technology across all disciplines and WMO application areas;
E. To coordinate all activities related to information management and technology, by providing technical regulations, recommendations and guidance for production, documentation, discoverability, access, exchange and preservation of data and products derived from current and past observations as well as from all-timescale Earth system predictions;
F. To monitor the evolution of technology for maintaining the secure operation of WIS, and assess and advise on gaps and solutions for meeting user needs in new information and communication technologies for all disciplines and WMO application areas;
G. To review requirements of all user programmes and make proposals on implementation planning and operational management of WIS;
H. To monitor compliance with information management and technology standards and practices in WIS and promote a culture of compliance with standards and relevant regulatory material among all Members;
I. To develop and publicize education and training material and recommend competency based training events on telecommunications, information management, quality assurance and cyber security;
J. To contribute to the development and implementation planning of infrastructure and service pillars and those of partner organizations; 


	Expertise required

	Up to XX members, selected from the Expert Network by the president of the commission assisted by the management group and Secretariat, covering the main Earth System domains (weather, climate, atmospheric composition, oceans, hydrology and cryosphere) and the required types of expertise.

The number of experts in each subsidiary body should represent associated thematic areas, keeping face to face meeting participants to a necessary minimum with due consideration of the financial and human resources needed for the accomplishment of the tasks given to that body.

Note: The 4-year budget allocated to the technical commissions is based on the assumption that the average size of the standing committees is 20 experts, including chair and vice-chair.
Note: Membership should be biased towards increasing wider Member representation and female participation, including team leads.
