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Expected attendance at CBS-15

1. The Regulation 194 states that 

“The quorum for a meeting shall be a majority of the Members with voting rights represented at that time at the session, provided that this majority shall not be less than one third of the Members with voting rights which have designated experts to represent them permanently in the commission.”

2. For CBS, the quorum is 47
 Members, unless more than 94 Members with voting rights attend, in which case the quorum is one more than half the Members attending. 
3. CBS Ext(10) only achieved a quorum by active lobbying during the session of Members to nominate proxy representatives.

4. CBS-MG agreed the following procedure to improve the likelihood of a quorum:

a) A list of those Members that have expressed their intention to send a representative to CBS-15 will be provided on the CBS-15 website.

b) Early in August, CBS President will write to all Members of CBS that have not yet stated their intention to attend CBS reminding them that they may designate as a representative an individual who may be attending the meeting as part of a different delegation.

c) If by the end of August there is still unlikely to be a quorum, CBS-MG will work with the Secretariat to encourage Members to provide credentials to individuals attending the meeting.
� The number of Members represented in St Petersburg was 73, Dubrovnik was 87 and at Windhoek 44 (this included at least three proxies).
