Issues

· Aaron prefer not to make changes to the diagrams to overcome Fullmoon’s limitations on separate ordering of UML attributes and associations; the orders for XSD elements will be left as they are right now.  Choy will work on the ordering of XSD elements in TAF and SIGMET classes as they are all UML attributes.

· Choy understood that INSPIRE and BoM have new projects in which transformation tools are part of the deliverables.  This also means that ShapeChange and FullMoon are likely to get updated.  However, Choy will try to move the transformation work to EA10 after RC2.  This, however, requires extra work in updating the model to fit into EA’s unique UML profile which is different from those being used by Fullmoon and ShapeChange (e.g. <<ApplicationSchema>> Vs <<Application Schema>>. Aaron is being convinced that EA10 approach has benefits – to avoid moving between tools. XSD 1.1 will be a problem for all transformation tools including EA10 – however Aaron does not know of any XML tool that is compatible with XSD 1.1.

· Elements in certain sub-packages like change qualifiers have been used from Metce - Miscellaneous to IWXXM – Miscellaneous can be removed. This removes misc.xsd.

· observation-types.xsd is not used – ‘observation’ elements in IWXXM are using OM_Observation directly (OMXML serialisation). Need to make decision on observation_types.xsd for final release.
· Attributes "uom" renamed "unitOfMeasure" – to tie in with "unitOfMeasure" type – which has an attribute "uom" already – which will lead to confusion xml with nested "uom" with different meanings.  Choy to follow up.
· rules have not been verified in iwxxm or metce.  Choy to confirm that the schemas can validate against examples provided by Aaron.
· Jeremy thinks schema serialization is as expected.
· Public Holiday on 1 May in Hong Kong – so cannot work on schemas that day.
· Release: use the same procedure as before, but

· make pages "cleaner"

· use the release notes that have been checked into subversion

· Aaron has list of comments in response to user emails – in some cases have not made changes – and has not responded to individual emails. Aaron will email a summary of SAF and iwxxm changes to the Google group.

· Include same type of information as on the RC1 page – need detail on the registries (especially because we are using a temporary domain name).

· Steve investigates whether running an Amazon server within WMO is a possibility.
· For RC2 the registry will be at test.wmocodes.info, this is not the same as the address in the model and schema which refers to codes.wmo.int. The register will be published at codes.wmo.int for version 1.0 release. All xml will refer to codes.wmo.int.
· Units: Common C6 (Deg C). Produce full registry of this at version 1.0.
