Items discussed

1. Wiki page
1.1. Release notes – link from web to a file in the schemas folder.

1.2. Put web registry section on top page – immediately after the Release Package section

1.3. TAC to XML guidance – a text file in the trunk – include in the release package for iwxxm – and link from places people want to read it from.

1.4. STEVE TO UPDATE WIKI

1.5. ALL – review the TAC to XML document – but put present version up to be going on with
2. Autoformatting of XML examples
2.1. Choy noted Aaron’s concern on the messing up of the examples caused by the autoformatting feature of certain editors.

3. Aaron – with regard to validation of the examples against the schemas/schematrons 

3.1. Aaron discovered a failed rule “Cannot compare xs:boolean to xs:string” on validating taf-A5-1.xml
3.1.1. Choy did not see the failed rule with both embedded and external schematrons while Aaron did.

3.1.2. Both Aaron and Choy are using Oxygen, but getting different answers. This needs to be resolved.

3.2. Choy remarked that his working environments (office and home) are completely independent and are also independent from Luke’s but yet did not see what Aaron was seeing.

3.3. Choy will take a look into this but is unsure whether he can get an answer to it.

3.4. Aaron has not tested WMO rules against schematron.

4. Aaron would like to run schematron whenever changes are checked in (not an immediate task)
5. URIs for iwxxm – changed to test.wmocodes.info
5.1. METAR A3 – observation type – under /common

6. RC1 put procedure references under wis.wmo.int

6.1. Need references that are specific to international aviation services – so need registers under codes.wmo.int/49-2. This could have sub-registers (and call them procedures). Aaron will need to refer to procedures.

6.2. NilReasons are OK
6.3. Also need a register for the observable property.

6.4. Seek feedback on registry contents as part of RC2 feedback.
6.5. Steve will tell Jeremy as soon as the codes.wmo.int references are passed to test.wmocodes.info
6.6. Jeremy: change the names of the paths to the singular
7. Saf now contains aerodromes etc. He used a guid generator (http://www.famkruithof.net/uuid/uuidgen)

8. Registry entries for “recent weather” will not contain the RE prefix (so RA rather than RERA). The team agree with this approach.

8.1. Other significant weather entries are being populated slowly – priority is being given to the entries that are used in the examples.

9. Examples are available from Aaron – Jeremy moved across those he has to write the tutorial for.

9.1. Aaron is preparing METAR and TAF NIL examples

9.2. Also a SPECI example from Annex 3 needed.

10. Constraints on units in model

10.1. Aaron has not put any constraints on units of measure in the model

10.2. MARIE-PT would like to see this.

10.3. Aaron will put this on the task list.

10.4. Aaron will send a list of UOMs that have to go in the register so that Jeremy can build them into the common/c6 register.
11. Jeremy will try and put references for statistical operators into the registry.
12. Further items for release process

12.1. Date: check on Wednesday if everything is there. Aim for release on Wednesday – build on Tuesday evening.
12.2. Teleconference on Tuesday 
afternoon.

12.3. TAR containing all four models - Choy: XMI can be frozen now.  Choy to package the XMIs and schemas/schematrons.
