Minutes and Info from last meeting  
1) opening of the meeting (~5 min)
Make sure everybody is there and able to communicate. Welcome participants.

The purpose of the meeting is to test technical and operational capabilities for GISC2GISC synchronization with a view of the CBS demo.
2) Status of preparations ( ~20 min, (4x5min))
The participants will report on the status of the preparations for the synchronization test. Action Items from the last teleconference were to create 100 test metadata record, create OAI sets WISTEST-#GISCNAME# ad WISTEST-CATALOGUE, to test if harvesting procedures can insert metadata records into the new OAI sets and to think about an in-house test procedure to update/insert/delete metadata records and to check the propagation of the changes to other centers.

3) Discussion of the test ( ~20 min)
An agreement still has to be reached on how the test-results at the individual GISC’s will be shared. Options include a page on the WISWIKI, google tools or email. A tentative WIKI page can be found here.

The participants will also discuss the importance of frequent changes to the metadata, so that the test-results will be meaningful. Depending on the in-house test procedure this might require regular manual intervention. The minimum should be a small number of changes (1-3 per day) but if the technical means allow it mass updates are also encouraged. The nature of the test allows flexibility, since each participant basically verifies their own changes.
An update of a metadata record involves at least the following two changes. First, the dateStamp element has to be set to the current date. Second the actual change must be performed.

The minimal verification of changes comprises checking that all GISCs have picked up the updated/new metadata record by retrieving the record (via the portal site or SRU) and checking that the new timestamp and the element content are present. The participants are encouraged to employ more sophisticated tools that automatically track changes and give a more detailed account of the actually differences between the old and the new records (xml diff).

They should also consider the issue of catalogue updates. If all 100 test metadata records are inserted from the beginning, there will be none left for insertion tests during the test. A solution is to start with e.G 50 records per centre and leave the remaining 50 for insertion. 
4) Timeline ( 5 min)
An agreement has to be made till when the remaining preparations should be finished and when the test can start. In order to be useful for CBS, the test should be finished by mid October the latest.

5) Any other business ( 5 min)
The secretariat will give an overview of the current status of the WIS demo at CBS. This group will have to develop a “script” (a-kin-of the EC demo script) at some point. There are also other members which might join. Focus is on metadata search, update, synchronization and retrieval. The difference to the EC demo is that more than 2 GISCs will be involved.
