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Report on the Status of WIS Centres (Wellington)
Purpose of the document and summary
[bookmark: _GoBack]This document outlines the current status and progress of WIS development activities at DCPC Wellington. WIS implementation commenced in 2012 and is currently ongoing.  Wellington has yet to undertake the audit of its systems, but expects to do this prior to the end of 2013.  
Current Status
Within its RTH function, Wellington has set up a metadata generation system and is currently synchronizing metadata for its area of responsibility with GISC Melbourne.
The selection and deployment of a web portal is awaiting internal approval. We will then recruit an implementation partner for a WIS solution following a tender process.
Future Activities 
Wellington plans to operate a DCPC with the following three functions:

3. December 2013: Audit completed;
4. February 2014: Declare DCPC Wellington Operational.
