Summary
1. Introduction:
[bookmark: _GoBack]A workshop of the vGISC implementation in region VI was held in Toulouse from 5 to 7 Jun, Matteo Dell’Aqua opened the workshop and welcomed the participants.
The aim of this workshop was to improve WIS comprehension for all RA VI participants and to present the services offered by Meteo France and UK MetOffice in the framework of WIS.

2. WIS plan from participating countries: 

Mikko AALTO - Matti TAPIO KERÄNEN, Finland 
Connected to DWD as primary GISC, they have started to use OpenWIS for their DCPC (Satellite images ) that should be operational by the end of this year.  They will consider a backup connection. They are in process to become Strategic partners of OpenWIS consortium.

Brendan BUTTER, Ireland 
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to Exeter  They will  be interesting by OpenWIS in case of  they should have to create a DCPC
Gonçalo DOS SANTOS, Portugal 
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to Toulouse. They will consider OpenWIS for their DCPC.
Vasyl FISUNOV, Ukraine
They are connected to Moscow as primary GISC and plan to use Meteo France as secondary GISC. They  would prefer a connection through Internet with another GISC.
Liliane FRAPPEZ, Belgium 
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to Toulouse.
Guillermo GARCIA YAÑEZ, Spain 
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to Toulouse, they were interested by the multi lingual approach of OpenWIS and may consider using it for their DCPC solution. 
Tamara GOBEJISHVILI, Géorgie 
They would be interested by a direct backup connection through the Internet  with  Meteo France vGISC.

They have chosen DWD as primary GISC and are looking to used Meteo France vGISC as secondary.

Gardar Thor MAGNUSSON, Iceland 
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to Exeter. They could be interested by OpenWIS for their DCPC and would like to get more information on monitoring.

They would like to use OpenWIS for their DCPC; they want to get the source code in order to contribute to the Open source OpenWIS software evolution. They have chosen DWD as primary GISC. They would be interested by a direct backup connection through the Internet  with  Meteo France vGISC. 
Jan WILLEM NOTEBOOM, Netherland
They have chosen to be connected to the vGISC with a primary connection to ExeterThey are very interested by OpenWis for their DCPC and have started a pilot implementation of OpenWIS.
Lothar WOLF, EUMETSAT
They have chosen DWD as primary GISC with a backup connection to Meteo France vGISC. They could consider OpenWis for EUMETSAT DCPC.













3. Workshop conclusion:

The workshop gave participants a better understanding of NC and DCPC functions, of GISC responsibilities towards NCs and DCPCs  connected to them. It also helped sites connected to the vGISC to better understand the service level offered to producer and consummator of data. The main role of GSIC was reaffirmed in the support provided by GISCs to NCs and DCPCs in their area of responsibility to make thier data more visible.
The workshop helped participants to understand how to manage their metadata (metadata update, creation or modification) through a GISC portal or how to be harvested by their principal GISC. 
The participants learned that the OpenWIS open-source software is already used by a large number of NMHS to run WIS operation. The software can be used  by NMHS for building  their NC or DCPC. An organisation is in place to support the software and plan its future enhancements. 
The participants noted that this face to face meeting was a very good opportunity to share view on WIS, to better understand the concept behind it and the interaction between GISC, DCPCs and NCs and to exchange plan and idea with other region VI members.
Regular workshop should be organised to promote the use of WIS.

DCPC ECMWF , by Baudouin Raoult
ECMWF has taken part in the construction of the WIS since the begin, through the RA-VI VGISC project, the EU funded SIMDAT project and its participation to numerous WMO Expert Teams. ECMWF data policy it defined by its Council, and the Centre provides the output of its forecasting system to different categories users, either in real-time or from its archives. To implement its DCPC, the Centre as originally deployed a Geonetworks catalogue and has been exploring several data delivery mechanisms, such as OGC WMS and a general purpose web-based REST API. ECMWF is currently installing OpenWIS, which is expected to run operationally by the end of the year.
What you have to do as NC, by Remy Gibault
This presentation describes the NC services including catalogue management, data provisions, access mechanism and WMO operation status of NC.  It explains then how to register to a primary and secondary GISC.
Meteo-France pre-NC public data web portal , by Marie-Françoise Voidrot
