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Short report on the 1st GISC Seoul International Workshop
Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]KMA has hosted its 1'st training workshop dedicated to WIS issue, which is the GISC Seoul international workshop, Jeju KAL Hotel for 6-9 November 2012. Besides, there's also annually international training activity to  strength the ICT(Information & Communication Technologies) capability for international colleagues mainly including Asian and African regions.

Outcome
In this workshop, there have been 34 participants from 14 countries with WMO Sec., and 30 agenda items have been presented and discussed with 6 sessions.  Especially, participation from all operational and pre-operational GISCs made this workshop more meaningful. This workshop has a joint session with CORDEX(Coordinated Regional Climate Downscaling Experiment). OGC and its benefits adapting to WIS mechanism have been discussed, and some participants presented their OGC activities(MF, UKMO). 
In OGC presentation, it discussed what benefits we can get by engaging OGC standards into WIS. 
It was noted that the "Workshop on the Use of GIS/OGC Standards in Meteorology" organized on an early basis, was a good opportunity for the meteorological community to exchange information on project on the use of OGC standard.  Engaging GUI and its development in WIS has been recommended for better service, and some GISCs have a plan to its implementation in their current centers.
It needs further check on meta data quality(based on the meta data core profile 1.2 and 1.3(not now))
Search function in WIS portal is one of the most important element for better WIS service, and it is recommended to categorize and register metadata with easy words which are more familiar with public
Some countries are on the implementation or pre-implementation stage, and it needs more specific and practical guide line for their centre implementation (HW, SW). It recommended the discussion in this workshop would be reflected to Expert Team discussion.
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
