Following the feedback received from the participants during the previous conference, Remy prepared lists of experts considered for the various tasks. 

The tasks were reviewed during the meeting. All task leader agreed with the proposal, except Erwan Favennec (Météo-France) who was subsequently replaced by Oliver Gorwits (ECMWF)

The agreed table is presented below.

3. Progress reports on Tasks

CTS/a/1 – IPv6 : Ilona and Oliver reported on the progress of the task. The team has been working on establishing an Ipv6 pilot network between volunteers. The pilot is progressing well and the wiki page http://www.wmo.int/pages/prog/www/WIS/wiswiki/tiki-index.php?page=IPv6 keeps progress of the action.

In order to help sites in connecting to the Ipv6 pilot, ECMWF has prepared a test system available at http://tesla.ecmwf.int. This live CD includes a set of testing tools. Once the Ipv6 networking connectivity is established, a “tesla” system can be used for testing Ipv6 connectivity and performance.

CTS/a/2 – Multicast for the GISCs: Geoff has agreed to take the lead on this task. Remy pointed out that some actions already took place and are available on the ET-CTS wiki (2012 session).

CTS/a/5 – Contribute to the development of WIS educational requirements and capacity building led by ET-WISC: Dave reported on the workshop organised in October in Geneva for the  the development of a WIS curriculum as well as identifying proficiency skills needed by managers and technicians working on WIS components. Rémy attended the wokshop for ET-CTS. The curriculum is currently being prepared.

CTS/a/6 – Contribute to the development of WIS monitoring requirements led by ET-WISC: The workshop initially planned for Novembre 2013 has shifted to early 2014. ET-CTS will provide suitable experts to support the network and communications components of this ET-WISC led activity and a participant in the workshop.

CTS/a/7 – Development and maintenance of WIS Core Network: Remy reported that the RMDCN Next Generation project was proceeding well. Remy (now back at Météo-France) has agreed with the team at ECMWF that he will continue to be involved (as Chair of ET-CTS) in the connection project for all GISCs.

As part of the Initial Deployment (migration planned in January 2014), 11 GISCs will be conncted. The four missing GISCs are: Saudi-Arabia, Brazil, Iran and Australia. 

The team at ECMWF is in frequent contact with all GISCs to assist them in the connection process.
