The meeting is invited to review the differences in the availability of SYNOP, TEMP and CLIMAT reports between MTN centres during the 2009 AGM/IWM and SMM exercises, and to make proposals to overcome deficiencies.

This document provides information on the differences between centres. Annex I, Annex II and Annex III to this document include the following information for SYNOP, TEMP and CLIMAT reports respectively:

(a) Percentage of reports received by MTN centres in comparison with the total number of reports received during the AGM/IWM;

(b) Percentage of reports received by MTN centres in comparison with the total number of reports received during the SMM;

(c) Table 1: List of stations for which the differences in the availability of data between centres for the AGM/IWM were important; The criterion used is the difference between the number of reports received by the centres as a whole and the average number of reports received by the centres;

(d) Table 2: List of abbreviated headings of bulletins received by SMM centres during the October 2009 SMM exercise and containing reports from stations listed in above paragraph 2(c).

The reports received by each MTN centre compared to reports available at all other MTN centres and the list of silent stations for each MTN centre are shown in Annex IV.
2.
The reasons for differences in the availability of data between centres may be classified into four categories:

(a) Differences of requirements in the reception of data, 

(b) Data not monitored,

(c) Shortcomings in the relay of the data on the GTS, 

(d) Differences in the implementation of the monitoring procedures at centres.

SYNOP reports

3.
The percentages of SYNOP reports received by AGM/IWM centres in comparison with the total number of reports received range from 0.9 to 99.2 per cent.  The percentages range from 98.8 cent to 99.7 per cent for the SMM. The AGM/IWM centres and the SMM centres received 80.5 per cent of the reports required from the RBSN stations and the SMM centres received 79.8 per cent.

4.
Table 1 includes 90 stations for which the differences in the availability of data between AGM/IWM centres were important. The abbreviated headings of the bulletins received by SMM centres during the October 2009 SMM exercise and containing reports from these stations are given in Table 2. The two digits ii of the abbreviated headings are higher than 19 for a large number of abbreviated headings, which is not in conformity with the procedure that the reports of the RBSN/RBCN stations should be compiled into bulletins in the series ii=01-19.

The percentages of SYNOP reports received by AGM/IWM centres in comparison with the total number of reports received range from 0.7 to 99.4 per cent.  The percentages range from 99.3 cent to 100 per cent for the SMM. The AGM/IWM centres received 70.8 per cent of the reports required from the RBSN stations and the SMM centres received 70.2 per cent.

Table 1 includes 10 stations for which the differences in the availability of data between AGM/IWM centres were important. The abbreviated headings of the bulletins received by SMM centres during the October 2009 SMM exercise and containing reports from these stations are given in Table 2.

CLIMAT reports

9.
The percentages of CLIMAT reports received by AGM/IWM centres in comparison with the total number of reports received range from 0 to 98.5 per cent.  The percentages range from 59.5 cent to 98.7 per cent for the SMM. The AGM/IWM centres received 71.9 per cent of the reports required from the RBCN stations and the SMM centres received 65.5 per cent. 

10.
Table 1 includes 231 stations for which the differences in the availability of data between AGM/IWM centres were important. 141 reports from these stations were compiled into bulletins with incorrect formats and reported as received only by Exeter. The abbreviated headings of the bulletins received by SMM centres during the October 2009 SMM exercise and containing reports from these stations are given in Table 2.
