Metadata Harvesting
[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction
Some operational GISCs asked for guidelines regarding metadata harvesting. The paper summaries the current agreed and published guidelines.
OAI-PMH guidelines

The OAI-PMH guidelines http://wis.wmo.int/page=oai-pmh-docu were approved by ET-WISC 2012 (§ 5.4). Basically it states that: 

(1) Each GISC provides one set with metadata from its AMDCN. The set is called WIS-GISC-#GISCNAME# (e.g. WIS-GISC-OFFENBACH)

(2) Each GISC provides one set for each of the other GISCs metadata

(3) Each GISC provides one set contain the whole WIS metadata catalogue (union of 1 & 2). The set is called WIS-CATALOGUE

(4) A GISC may create sets for local for special use

The final draft ET-WISC Report 2013 notes in chapter 5 that all GISCs are following the item (1) and (2) while the set WIS-CATALOGUE is only provide by 3 of the 7 operational GISCs. Therefore the meeting suggested that all GISCs implement the WIS-CATALOGUE (see item 69 ET-WISC 2013)

Additional Notes
Taking into account that in near future 8 GISCs will become operational I like to highlight JMAs paper (http://wis.wmo.int/doc=2397) about moving metadata records from one GISC to another. The use case applies for example for moving metadata records from WMO Interim Metadata Management Service (WIMMS) to the new operational GISC. The ET WISC meeting 2013 reviewed and accepted the guideline and the guideline is part of the final report as Annex 7.
Discussion
Météo France requested an open discussion on the item “Each GISC provides one set contain the whole WIS metadata catalogue (union of 1 & 2). The set is called WIS-CATALOGUE”.

Recommended Text
The meeting reviewed Doc 04 and agreed – like ET WISC 2012 and ET-WISC 2013 before - the basic structures of OAI-Sets provided by each GISC. Furthermore it notes the guideline for moving metadata records between GISCs (presented at ET-WISC 2013 by JMA). 
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
