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Registering WMO publications and services in WIS 
Introduction
An email was sent to ET-WISC on 29 November 2013 on the topic of "What should we do about registering our Manuals, Guides and other services in WIS?" The President of CBS had requested on several occasions that WIS should have done this already, especially the Manual on WIS and its Guide as well as GTS and its guides.
Background
1. There has been considerable discussion informally and suggestions can be broken into a couple of groups
1.  Make WMO a DCPC
2.  Allocate various components to different GISCs

2. Even if WMO is made a DCPC, it will still need to be determined which GISC or GISCs it should be associated with. One idea has been to stick with the European theme of having ECWMF through Exeter, EUMETSAT through Offenbach, and  WMO through Toulouse

3. It was proposed to take the results of this discussion and compile into a paper to submit to the TT-GISC meeting scheduled for Mid-February 2014. This document has resulted.

Results of email based survey
5. Overall reaction
· It is considered a good idea to register the official documentation and services and to make them accessible following the same approach as "normal" products and data.
6. Support of making WMO a DCPC
· The documentation is, in a sense, a WMO product. Therefore having WMO Secretariat HQ as a DCPC makes sense and would make that role very visible and clear. With regard to WMO having an operational role, it is noted that  WMO has a service level agreement on its systems, sufficient to meet its mandate appropriately. It is further noted that WMO does not have to be “an operational system” in the sense of operational meteorological centres with 24/7 support and staffing.
7. Meteo-France has offered to be the principal GISC for WMO as a DCPC.
· Meteo France also offered to host the WMO DCPC (using a wmo.int name) on their virtual environment in Toulouse.
8. Support for the secretariat just registering the product and service in GISCs (no WMO DCPC)
· Registering is one thing (it may be considered as already partly done) but making this information available is a must. It would be quite weird for WMO not to use the standard and structure WIS is promoting.
9. Other suggestions
· This should be added as a new point to TT-GISC action list.
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Recommended Text 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The meeting reviewed Doc 12 on WMO’s potential role as a DCPC in WIS. TT-GISC agreed that in order for WMO to register its publications and web page based services in WIS, it is necessary to register WMO as a DCPC. It noted GISC Toulouse’s offer to take on the role of Principal GISC for WMO, including offering providing the metadata management interfaces. It also considered options of the GISC hosting the publications, but noted that WMO had sufficient infrastructure in place to provide these services. The TT-GISC recommends that WMO be registered as a DCPC with a principal GISC of Toulouse.
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
