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[bookmark: _GoBack]4. GISC status round
GISC of CASABLANCA 
The meeting agreed to the agenda as listed in Annex X and to working arrangements.
The National Meteorological Service of Morocco is decided to implement the GISC solution in 2014. To this end, the official tender N°15/2013/DMN/SEGMA was launched in the end of the year 2013. The adjudication/tendering process is ongoing (decision could be made by the end of February 2014).
4.1 Material and telecommunication means available for the GISC
4.1.1 Available Telecommunication Means
The National Meteorological service of Morocco has, in addition to the RMDCN connection, redundant high speed internet connection that allows data exchange internationally (Météo France as back up of the RMDCN for Numerical prediction purposes and NMS of Algiers):
· First High Speed Internet connection (FO): 4Mbps with the telecom operator (Maroc Telecom). This connection will be upgraded in 2014 to reach a flow rate of 8Mbps. 
· Redundant High Speed Internet connection (FO): 4Mbps with the telecom operator: INWI 
· Additional ADSL internet Access: 20 Mbps 
4.1.2 The Data center
The computer centre of the NMS of Morocco was a specially built facility and includes two backup systems: 
· One is the UPS, which is supported by a generator with backup procedures.
·  The computer facilities are supported by an external contractor with on call support
The computer centre has sufficient space and control of temperature and water conditions to assure continuity of operations.
In addition, NMS of Morocco upgraded the computer systems (IBM HPC in 2011) with 200TB robotic data storage and these include full support contracts. 
4.2 Contribution to RMDCN, AMDCN, GTS
· As an ECMWF co-operating state, the NMS meteorological service of Morocco was connected to the RMDCN in 2009 using one access link with backup at a rate of 1Mbps. 
Currently, the NMS of Morocco has upgraded this connection to join the RMDCN-NG at a rate of 2Mbps. The test was successfully made and the migration was conducted in January 2014.
· The NMS of Morocco has replaced the traditional and telegraphic connection with RTH Algiers by an Internet VPN connection. The test was also successfully made in January 2014. 
4.3 GISC workshops and training activities

· NMS of Morocco hold the RA I Sub-Regional  Workshop for WIGOS and WIS for North African countries (November 2013),
· Training session focused on TDCF migration for Libyan Meteorological Service is planned for 2014. 
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
