	[bookmark: dtitle1]Short Report on the WRC-15 Preparation Workshop (Dec 2013)



Introduction
The first ITU Inter-regional Workshop on WRC-15 Preparation was held in Geneva from 4-5 December 2013. The main objective was the presentation of the on-going ITU-R preparatory studies for WRC-15 by the responsible groups, as well as on up-to-date information regarding the Bureau and regional preparations for CPM15-2, RA-15 and WRC-15, providing participants with the opportunity to exchange views and have a better understanding of the draft preliminary common views, positions and/or proposals of the concerned entities.
The document on the WMO Preliminary Position on WRC-15 Agenda was submitted and presented or discussed during the presentation of concerned agenda items. It was a good opportunity to repeat WMO concerns and maintain its tradition of active participation in ITU radio frequency coordination process.    
The presentations from the regional groups showed that they were still discussing most of the agenda items and that some more time would be needed for the consolidation of most regional positions. In general, they supported the current studies, to some extent indirectly supporting WMO positions.
Two additional WRC-15 Preparation Workshop are planned for Q4 2014 and Q3 2015, when new interactions with regional groups will be more specific as their positions will be consolidated on most agenda items. WMO publicly stated the importance of the Workshop, as an excellent opportunity to have all regional groups together as well as the presentation of on-going studies by ITU-R groups. As the preparations for WRC-15 involves so many meetings, this type of workshop allows better vision of the whole situation. 
In the Annexes, a timeline of main milestones leading to WRC-15, a table with bands of WMO concern and responsible ITU-R groups and tentative dates of scheduled meetings. Also a table a summary of regional positions to be updated with new reports during the meeting. The documentation plan for this meeting provide a link to the regional groups presentations during the preparation Workshop. As the information is very dynamic, tables and documents must be constantly reviewed and updated. Some meetings of concerned ITU-R groups were held after the Workshop.
