In reference your candidate for a WMO Information System (WIS) Global Information System Centre (GISC), I am very pleased that you are making this significant contribution to the future of WMO’s information systems by offering to host a GISC. You will recall that the Fifteenth Session of Congress approved in principle a process for establishment of WIS centres, which involves an endorsement of the Commission for Basic Systems (CBS), including compliance of a candidate centre with the required WIS functions and specifications. 
As a part of its review of GISC and DCPC candidates, CBS has advised that its assessment process for GISCs requires a visit to all candidate GISCs for the purpose of conducting an audit of required WIS functions. The basis of this audit will be the online form (reference: http://www.wmo.int/pages/prog/www/WIS/circular_letters_questionnaires.html ) referred in the Circular Letter on WIS distributed on 1 December 2009.   Once the form has been completed and the test cases contained within the form have been successfully demonstrated, the CBS ad hoc Expert Team on GISC and DCPC Demonstration Processes will ask the centre to arrange for the visit to the centre. 

The visits will require two experts for two days. The cost of travel and travel allowance for the visit of the experts will be the responsibility of the candidate centre.  Travel and per diem will be arranged by WMO secretariat using WMO travel rules.  The WMO secretariat will inform the centre of costs. Tickets will not be issued until the centre confirms that it will reimburse WMO these expenses. An invoice will be issued by WMO to the centre.
