4.3.5          The Commission noted and strongly echoed the concern of EC-LXII with the need for additional support and funding for the work on radio frequency coordination. It requested Congress to take the necessary steps to safeguard the continuous protection of meteorological frequencies and ask the Secretariat to continue support for radio frequency activities as in the past. It further recommended to secure additional support by establishing a trust fund. The Commission noted, however, that many Members already make trust fund contributions to radio frequency management efforts of EUMETNET, that such countries might not be in a position to also contribute to a WMO trust fund on the same topic. The Secretariat should not place reliance on the trust fund to carry out the required important ongoing work on radio frequency management.  It further requested the Secretariat to write to Members requesting contributions to this fund and for Members to support local frequency management process. All CBS members should emphasize the importance of local involvement in frequency management and for the need for experts to participate in awareness raising and capacity building exercises, working closely with relevant national and regional bodies.
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
