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Radiosonde Update for September WMO SG-RFC Meeting
During the current ITU-R working cycle the following Radiosonde and Meteorological Aids documents were updated and approved:

Recommendation ITU-R RS.1884 “Methodology for determining terrestrial and space-to-Earth sharing and coordination criteria for meteorological aids in the 400.15-406 MHz and 1 668-1700 MHz bands” was approved in February 2011.
Recommendation ITU-R RS.1262 “Sharing and coordination criteria for meteorological aids in the 400.15-406 MHz and 1 668.4-1 700 MHz bands” was suppressed in February 2011.
Report ITU-R RS.2187 “Determining radiosonde maximum interference levels from link analysis and flight studies” was approved in October 2010.

Recommendation ITU-R RS.1263-1 “Interference criteria for meteorological aids operated in the 400.15-406 MHz and 1 668.4-1 700 MHz bands” was approved in 01/2010.
This concludes the work begun during the last ITU working cycle on updating all of the radiosonde recommendations and reports.

Concerns/Actions:

Interest in the shared use of the L-Band continues to be a concern. WRC-15 Agenda items regarding sharing of the L-Band may be developed requiring compatibility and interference analyses within the band.
Advances in radiosonde technology have resulted in a need to update Recommendation ITU-R RS.1165-2 “Technical characteristics and performance criteria for systems in the Meteorological aids service in the 403 MHz and 1 680 MHz bands “during the next ITU working cycle.

Potential design changes to GPS radiosondes operating in the 1675-1695 MHz band may result in a need to update Recommendation ITU-R RS.1262 “Sharing and coordination criteria for meteorological aids in the 400.15-406 MHz and 1 668.4-1 700 MHz bands” during the next ITU working cycle.
Meteorological Radars

During the current ITU-R working cycle the following Meteorological Radar documents were updated and approved: 
Recommendation ITU-R M.1849 “Technical and operational aspects of ground-based meteorological radars” was approved in June 2009.

Concerns/ Actions:

The S band is being looked at for the expansion of advanced mobile services. 

Potential OoB interference from systems operating in adjacent bands continues to be a concern.

Interest in the shared use of the S-Band is growing. WRC-15 Agenda items regarding sharing of the S-Band may be developed requiring compatibility and interference analyses within the band. 

NOAA-NWS is planning to conduct interference and protection criteria measurements on updated Dual-Polarization NEXRAD systems. This work coupled with advances in meteorological radar data processing systems will result in the need to update Recommendation ITU-R M.1849 “Technical and operational aspects of ground-based meteorological radars”
Wind Profiler Radars
During the January 2011 WMO SG-RFC meeting a commitment was made by NOAA-NWS to update ITU-R core wind profiler radar documents. The focus of the work will be to complete Document 8B/TEMP/204-E “Working Document towards a Preliminary Draft New Recommendation (PDNR) – Technical and Operational Characteristics of Wind Profiler Radars Operating in Bands in the Vicinity of 50 MHz, 400 MHz, 1000 MHz and 1300 MHz.  This document will be updated during the next ITU working cycle.
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
