Comments on Terms of Reference from S Albersheim
I believe there is a need to further review the terms of reference.  This is the first time I

have had an opportunity to see the TOR. For the most part it looks fine but it may require some tweaking
For example in the TOR it states "To create a final standard in line with ICAO requirements that takes into account lesson learned during testing" I would have suggested something along these lines:  "To define the schema in support of XML that complies with ICAO requirements".  This is more direct.

There is no real need to reference testing since it is understood that any new code requires testing and evaluation before it is implemented.  If the group believes there is need to identify testing, which I agree, then it should be a separate task along the lines: "The team is responsible for coordinating and developing appropriate test protocols for the new schema in support of aviation weather."
