The Process identified below enables VolC1 to include changes made by both 'Advanced Notification of Change' updates and new/amended Metadata records published to the WIS DAR Metadata Catalogue. 'Advanced Notification of Change' updates _WILL NOT_ update the WIS DAR Metadata Catalogue. Thus we must acknowledge that VolC1 and the WIS DAR Metadata Catalogue will diverge.

 

Centres that have declared responsibility for managing their Metadata records (via GISC or WIMS) shall not send 'Advanced Notification of Change' updates to WMO Secretariat.

 

(note: at present only DWD and JMA have declared operational GISCs)

 

Outline process:

1. Meteo France produce WIS Metadata Baseline

2. All GISC implementations will test _INGEST_ (& validation) of the Baseline records

i. Defects will be fixed @ GISC - there will not be another amendment to the WIS Metadata Baseline

1. Those Centres that have declared responsibility for managing their own Metadata records will be _REMOVED_ from the WIS Metadata Baseline

2. JMA-GISC & DWD-GISC will upload the Amended WIS Metadata Baseline

3. JMA-GISC & DWD-GISC will operationally synchronise Metadata records for their respective regions of responsibility - OAI-PMH allows 'sets' of Metadata records to by offered for harvest enabling a user to import only a sub-set of the total WIS Metadata Catalogue

4. JMA-GISC & DWD-GISC are Operational.

i. New and amended Metadata records from their areas of responsibility are synchronised.

ii. JMA-GISC & DWD-GISC validate incoming bulletins from their areas of responsibility against the Metadata catalogue; the GISC will notify the Originating Centre (defined within the bulletin) if no associated Metadata record can be found. Punitive measures may need to be taken in the unlikely event of repeat offenders.

1. WIMS provides 'facilities' for Centres to manage their metadata (user admin + metadata editor +  metadata publication & sync). WIMS becomes the _DEFAULT NODE_ for Metadata management - albeit it is neither GISC, DCPC nor NC. WIMS collates new and amended Metadata records from Centres that (a) declared responsibility for managing their own Metadata records, and (b) are without GISC affiliation. WIMS publishes new and amended Metadata records for synchronisation with operational GISCS: JMA-GISC & DWD-GISC.

2. WMO Secretariat continue to receive 'Advanced Notification of Change' updates from RTHs (& NMCs by proxy) that are yet to accept responsibility for managing their metadata. WMO Secretariat checks to ensure that 'Advanced Notification of Change' has originated from Centre that has not declared intent to manage Metadata records. Clarification is sought if necessary.

3. {on weekly schedule}

i. JMA-GISC, DWD-GISC & WIMS produce VolC1 sub-set for the Centres for whom they are responsible

· For this to work clear guidance must provided to ensure that Metadata records contain the information required for VolC1 in a form that can be easily extracted

· We note that under the VolC1 _CONTENT_ heading, 'Station-based' bulletins contain the list of Stations, whilst 'Gridded-data' bulletins express the spatial extent (N-W-S-E bounding-box) and spatial resolution (degree Lat & degree Lon). Gridded data content may also include additional descriptive information such as "500 hPa v-wind 144 hour forecast" (TTAAii [HVIQ50] from ECMWF). The content is free-form text.

· VolC1 _TIME GROUP_ heading provides information on the data-set maintenance / update frequency; e.g. "03,09,15,21" implying hours in the day (UTC) or "hourly" or "AS REQUIRED" or "3rd or 4th of month" (CLIMAT reports)

· Implementation of the VolC1 extraction is local GISC decision - however guidance shall be provided on 'canonical' encode/decode mechanism for VolC1 data

· Different code-forms may require different extraction mechanisms

· REQUIREMENT: the code-form (or BUFR Report Sequence) must be expressed [MD_Metadata/identificationInfo/*/abstract]

· REQUIREMENT: metadata records for station-based bulletins must express the Station-Code (5-char code or 4-char ICAO code) [

MD_Metadata/identificationInfo/*/descriptiveKeywords/*/keyword -OR-

MD_Metadata/identificationInfo/*/extent/*/geographicElement/*/geographicIdentifier/MD_Identifier

· REQUIREMENT: metadata records for gridded-data bulletins must express the geospatial extent and the spatial resolutions [GUIDANCE TBA]
· etc.
i. JMA-GISC, DWD-GISC & WIMS compare VolC1 sub-set with extract from previous week -OR- compare with current 'authoritative' VolC1 list published by WMO Secretariat … REQUIREMENT: identify _CHANGES_ to VolC1 due to new/amended Metadata records originating from Centres for whom they are responsible

ii. JMA-GISC, DWD-GISC & WIMS propagate VolC1 changes (deltas) to WMO Secretariat

1. {on weekly schedule}

i. WMO Secretariat collates VolC1 changes from JMA-GISC, DWD-GISC & WIMS _PLUS_ 'Advanced Notification of Change' updates from other centres

ii. WMO Secretariat publishes updates VolC1 document & CSV

iii. WMO Secretariat issues METNO bulletins (via GTS)
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
