Remy introduced the propose agenda as in Agenda_0.1.docx

· Multicast:

· Preliminary report on Multicast testing on the RMDCN

· Report from Eumetsat on their experience on Multicast (Remy to liaise with Colum Grant, EUMETSAT)

· As agreed during a previous conference call in 2011, Australia should be able to report on Multicast tests on their national network
· Progress on IPv6 initiative:

· It will be impossible to prepare even a very first draft for the next meeting in April/May. Remy therefore suggested that the IPv6 task should be organised as a brainstorming session in Geneva. Each participant is therefore invited to contribute with any IPv6 relevant material (e.g. report on the progress of the adoption on IPv6 within the organisation, drafting guidance material…). 

· Discussion on agenda item 4 noted that priority messages had been discussed at last ET-CTS meeting, and had noted that there is a need to update the Manual on GTS for switching times etc that would allow the optimum time of 2 minutes of end to end within WIS for dissemination of warning messages. It noted that this should be done for next CBS. 

· Discussion on update of Manual on GTS. Noted that updates from last meeting were approved and were still to be published. 
· Additional discussion took place regarding the guides that are managed by ET-CTS:
· Review of Guide on Information Technology Security (ITS) at WWW centres
· Review of Guide on Internet Practices

· Update of the Guide on Virtual Private Network (VPN) via the Internet between GTS 
centres
· Remy stressed the need to have process to remove obsolete guides, if for whatever reason, these guides couldn’t be updated Remy suggested that obsolete guides should be removed
· Jean-François was concerned about the security manual, although happy to remove obsolete parts.

· Therefore it was agreed to have a review on the current guides to propose removal of obsolete part to be discussed during the next ET-CTS

· Offline it was agreed that:

· Ilona Glaser (Co-Chair, DWD) will review the “Security Guide” and “Internet Practice”
· Remy will review he VPN guide

· All participants and invited to contribute to this review process.

· David noted that the publications sections are now more familiar with our desire to provide electronic copies of guides and that these are annexes to our manuals. As such, future guides should include WMO Publication Numbers even if only done in softcopy. This will make them more authoritative in peoples’ eyes.
· Further noted that Manual on GTS updates appear in the CBS report

· Further discussion on  the migration of the Guides under Manual on GTS to the Manual and Guide for WIS. David suggested that guides when updated could be deleted from the Manual on GTS and put as annexes to the Manual or guide on WIS.

· (Post meeting comment from Dave. As an example see http://www.wmo.int/pages/prog/www/CBS/Reports/CBS-XIV_Dubrovnik2009/WMO-1040_en.pdf and look at page 16 authorising the amendment, then its annex on page 78 and its annex on the next page for how amendments look.
· Discussion on item 7 included the need for a status report on WIS implementation (secretariat) and discussions on how participants perceived the future structure of CBS expert teams under WIS. Chair would seek ET-CTS members views on relationships with other CBS ETs and ask them to review the Terms of Reference of ET-CTS to ensure they are consistent with WIS. This will be carried to ICT-ISS etc.

· Meeting noted there were a few core members not on the call today. It was concerned that others need to know what is expected for the Geneva meeting. Remy will pass the minutes of the conf call onto the group along with an updated agenda.

· Further discussion on the range of topics, Remy noted that we could add a  breakout group session at the Geneva meeting  so people could work in parallel on the key items of particular speciality to them
· Add near beginning of meeting a report on outcomes of Cg and CBS etc. The secretariat should provide this. 

· Other business

· The meeting noted that the ET-CTS meeting page indicated that invitations would only be sent to core members and that others wishing to participate should click on the meeting form on the meeting page and register. Invitations will then be sent on request to those who register.
