Status of the identification and authorization of WIS Centres and their Principal GISC 
GISCs and DCPCs

1. Resolution 51 (Cg-XVI)
 listed those centres that could be entered into the Manual on WIS. These were mapped into the tables of centres as shown in Annex 1 to this document. There were 15 GISCs identified, ten of which were conditionally designated as WIS GISCs, subject to their having demonstrated the pre-operational compliance requirements of the Commission for Basic Systems (CBS).  The final list in the Manual on WIS may vary a little from that below as it goes through the translators and receives further minor modifications. There were also 87 DCPCs designated, 50 conditionally. Resolution 51 (Cg-XVI) did not address Appendix B3, the designation of National Centres, as CBS had chosen to focus only on GISCs and DCPCs in this first round of designations. Note that the final draft of Manual on WIS has the list of centres as Appendix B, rather than C as proposed by CBS. The change was a result of the relocation of the list of acronyms from Appendix A to after the list of centres. 
2. As noted in ET-WISC Document 8.1 (ET-GDDP report), the ET-GDDP at its meeting in December 2011 stated that reviewing 10 GISCs and 50 DCPCs in time for Executive Council 64 (EC-64) was not going to be possible, even if all the centres were ready early. The ET-GDDP did review all submissions presented and notified those centres that feedback had been entered into the ET-GDDP online nomination forms and asked them to follow up. The ET-GDDP also recommended that GISCs should take over the role of the ET-GDDP for reviewing the demonstrations of WIS compliance of centres in their AMDCN. It requested ET-WISC to support this decision but left open the question of who should review the demonstration capabilities of DCPCs whose GISC is not yet operational. 
Identification of Principal GISCs
3. As noted in Res 51 (Cg-XVI), each WIS centre has an associated GISC. This was referred to as a “Principal GISC” in Congresses advice to RA II (Para 11.4.4 Cg Report) “each National Centre should be linked to a principal GISC and to a secondary GISC”. The terms ” Principal GISC”  and “secondary GISC” are now the preferred way for describing the “associated GISC” identified in the Manual on WIS. ET-WISC is requested to consider reviewing this term in the Manual on WIS.

4. Following the successful launch of WIS as an operational system on 31 January 2012, a circular letter
 titled “Making WIS Operational” was sent to all PRs and a similar letter to contributing international organizations. The letter contained a list of centres, including designated and candidate centres, and a possible principal GISC for each centre. The proposed Principal GISCs, as suggested by the RA VI WIS Implementation Workshop
 (Sophia, Nov 2011), were based on the topology of the GTS, taking into consideration the each centres GTS bandwidth, region, and country.  It asked Members to nominate a Principal GISC for their centres. It also requested each Member to identify a National WIS/GTS focal point and emphasised to Members the importance of promptly reviewing the discovery metadata already in WIS for their country. The interim metadata management service being provided by Beijing and Tokyo was a essential service for allowing all Members to be able to take on this task. Feedback from Members on this circular letter is being recorded in the WIS online database http://www.wmo.int/pages/prog/www/WIS/centres/index_en-new.php?searchFunc=Search&filterGISC=false&filterDCPC=DCPC&filterNC=NC . Some of the GISCs have also included in their response a list of centres a bilateral agreement has already been established. Working through the national focal points for WIS/GTS, information collected from this circular letter will be validated with the listed GISC for each centre. The agreed list of Principal GISCs will be passed to CBS for consideration as an amendment to the Manual on WIS Appendixes B2 and B3. ET-WISC may also consider if the list of national list of WIS focal points should be registered with CBS as is done with the focal points for WMO No 9 Vol A and maintained by the secretariat.
5. The RA VI WIS Implementation Workshop in considering the best way to create the starting list of principal GISCs also decided, at least for the time being, that centres linking to the Western European VGISC should identify which VGISC node it will have as its principal GISC. The workshop requested the VGISC steering committee to review this decision and provide guidance to the secretariat to use when constructing the list of principal GISCs. Unfortunately, the VGISC steering committee was unable to respond in time for the letter 10 February circular letter. 
6. Response rate for the letter has been good, with replies coming in regularly. Interestingly, only a few Members have chosen a different GISC than in the list. Changes can be seen by comparing the annex to the letter of 10 February with the WIS online database.
Identification and designation of NCs

7. A secondary element of the 10 February circular letter is that Members are reviewing the list of National Centres for the first time. This has been a very difficult thing for ET-WISC to do up until this point. The list of NCs was based on a combination of all GTS nodes, NMCs and centres that were nominated in response to call for nominations of WIS centres
. Because not all GTS nodes were NMCs, an Australian term for a local Weather Service Office (WSO) was adopted to describe GTS nodes that were not NMCs. ET-WISC is invited to review the list of NCs taking into consideration the feedback from Members and noting that many political boundaries and associations have changed since the GTS was established.

Current Status

8. WIS online database contains 15 GISCs, 119 DCPCs and 218 NCs totalling 352 centres. 102 have been designated by Congress for inclusion in the Manual on WIS. The tentative AMDCNs can be identified by using the online database with GISCs deselected and NC/DCPCs selected, then sorting by the Principal GISC column. ET-WISC is requested to review the list and prepare appropriate proposed amendments to Annex B of the Manual on WIS to CBS.
Decision / Action required

9. ET-WISC is requested to consider this document when reviewing the WIS Manual,  WIS Guide and ET-WISC action plan and to make appropriate recommendations to ICT-ISS and relevant expert teams.
