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The Hong Kong Observatory (HKO) operates a DCPC in connection with the World Weather Information Service (WWIS) under the WMO Public Weather Services Programme.  The system provides Discovery, Access and Retrieval (DAR) service and subscription service to Internet users.  ISO 19139 is adopted to create the metadata for the DCPC and there are about 1,200 metadata records available for collection.  Both GISC Beijing and GISC Tokyo are the associated GISC of this DCPC.  In 2011, the CBS Expert Team on GISC-DCPC demonstration process (ET-GDDP) audited and endorsed the DCPC for WWIS as one of the WIS DCPCs.  The current design of the system supports subscription service via FTP.  To extend the subscription service further, RSS feed service will be supported to provide automatic notification of new weather information.  It is planned to launch the DCPC for WWIS in the first half of 2012.  Besides DCPC for WWIS, HKO will also participate as an NC in the WIS framework.  Metadata will be provided and products will be exchanged with the associated GISC in accordance with relevant practices, procedures and specifications.
