Mr. Sihle S. Sibiya (from SAWS)  attended the WMO RA Vl (Europe) Workshop on the implementation of the WMO Information System (WlS). The workshop was held at the Park-Hotel, Moskva in Sofia, Bulgaria from 1 to 3 November 2011. SAWS will also attempt to arrange a regional meeting in Pretoria as soon as a service provider for the GISC is appointed.
